ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1: Take out carefully the back cushions from the packing. Console back is packed inside the console
base. Unzip the bottom flap and take out console's backrest from inner console frame.
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Step 2: Positing the female metal receiver brackets over the male metal posts. Push down the female
brackets over male posts simultaneously until each side is locked into place an audile "click" is heard.
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POWER CONNECTION

Step 3: Lift velcro flap located at the bottom back. Latch male wire plug from backrest (headrest motor wire) to
female wire receiver located at the bottom back underneath the flap. This instruction is applicable to all power
headrest. Allow sufficient space between reclining loveseat with console and the wall behind it.

Step 4: Connect wall plug transformer to transformer switch. And connect transformer plug to electrical outlet.

CARE AND CLEANING

your hands can alleviate the creases and compressed fibers more quickly.

* Use a vacuum cleaner to remove dust and debris from seams and crevasses.

* Use a soft damp cloth to gently clean soiled areas and wipe clean. Do not rub.

* Do not use household cleaners or solvents. Such cleaners may cause damage and/or discoloration.

* Do regularly use dedicated leather care product onto the leather furniture to prevent built up of body oils.
