Step 1 : The top arm pads can be found packaged inside of the arm frame.Locate the threaded bolts nuts(1)

attached to the rear of the Seat.

* Threading bolt nut(l) with arm pad(G/H) then tighten to securely hold the arm pad in place.

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Step 2 : position the back (A) with clip on over the mechanism tab at rear of Body (B&C,D) as picture
below.Ensure both clips on back are aligned with tabs, then press top of back frame downward

until a clicking sound is heard, slide metal insert on the wing (F&E) into metal sleeve on back (B&C) until it is
completely installed.

Care and Cleaning
