ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Step 1: Begin sectional connection, place the product on a soft and clean surface, then take out the
parts package and cushion from the indicated location in the diagram. Please
assemble accordingly.




ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Step 2: Begin sectional connection by placing the piece#1 in desired location in room.
No brackets or connectors for this set to connect piece by piece, just put them together.

Locate the wire plug on sectional piece # 6 and latch it to the wire-receiver on piece # 5.
Follow the same latching wire connection instructions for the remaining pieces 1-2-3 on opposite side.
Use velcro provided on the bottom seat rails of each recliner to secure connection wires. See illustration on next page (STEP3)

NOTE:

Stationary sectional pieces such as consoles and armless stationary chairs, that do not join to a power recliner piece will not be required
to be connected, therefore please buckle the unused “by-pass” wire as shown on next page illustration (STEP 3).

All power recliner pieces will require the male wire plug to be connected to the next adjoining piece.

CARE AND CLEANING

cause creases or misshaped cushions when the furniture comes out of the packaging. These issues will
correct themselves over time as the fibers of the cushions are exposed to air.However, shaping the
cushions with your hands can alleviate the creases and compressed fibers more quickly.

*Dust often and use a vacuum cleaner to remove debris from seams and crevasses.

*Use a soft damp cloth to gently clean soiled areas and wipe clean. Do not rub.

*Do not use household cleaners or solvents. Such cleaners may cause damage and/or discoloration.
*Do regularly use dedicated leather care product onto the leather furniture to prevent built up of body oils.
