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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS
Step 1: Take out carefully the back cushions & seat from the packing.

Step 2: Positing the female metal receiver brackets over the male metal posts. Push down the female brackets
over male posts simultaneously until each side is locked into place an audile "click" is heard.

POWER CONNECTION

Step 3: Lift velcro flap located at the bottom back. Latch male wire plugs from backrest to female wire receivers
located at the bottom back underneath the flap. One is headrest motor wire, another is lumbar motor wire,
matching by different colors. Allow sufficient space between reclining sofa and the wall behind it.

Step 4: Latch male wire plugs from middle backrest (reading lights) to female wire receivers located at the
bottom back underneath the flap.

Step 5: Connect wall plug transformer to transformer switch.
And connect transformer plug to electrical outlet.

ELECTRICAL CONTROLS

1 Press button to recline the sofa to desired position

2 Press button to raise the sofa to the upright position,
also returns both headrest and lumbar to closed position.

3 Press button to activate the headrest forward.

4 Press button to return headrest to the closed position.

5 Press button to activate the lumbar forward.

6 Press button to return lumbar to the closed position.

7 Power on/off the wireless charger, USB, Type-C,
LED ambient lighting.

8 Press button to activate the LED ambient lighting.

9 Type-C port

10 USB port

11 Wireless charger

Reading lights:
Touch the light to turn it on.
Touch again to increase intensity.

Touch a third time to turn it off.

* Keep unit at least 9" from wall.
* Keep unit at least 24" from all heat sources.
