1. Remove the zip tie holding the foam bag with the Power Transformer and its
cord on the left.

2. You can find a remote in the pocket Panel of the chair.

3. Take out the remote from the side pocket of the chair. Remove the remote
from the plastic bag and connect it to the female plug located in the outside
pocket of the chair.

4. Connect the Power Transformer to the plug coming from the chair.

5. Connect the Power Cord into the Power Transformer.

6. Connect the Power Cord into an electrical outlet near where the chair will be
positioned.

7. Connect the heat pad from the back to the seat.
